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NEGRO KI LLED BY RUNAWAY HORSE--While Driving in Country Walter Cohen Meets an
Untinmely Deat h.

A swarm of yell ow jackets attacking a horse indirectly caused the untinely death of
Wal ter Cohen, a negro in the enploy of Henry E. Tayl or near Southern Junction, |ast
Tuesday afternoon.

The horse and buggy were hired by J.W Wl ker to inspect sone tinber |and near this
city, and together with another nman spent Tuesday norning on a tour of inspection.
Wi | e passing through some underbrush, the horse disturbed a | arge nest of yell ow
jackets and made a desperate attenpt to shake off his tornentors. The frantic
efforts of the animal caused the buggy to be smashed against a tree and both nen
were thrown to the ground. Fortunately neither was hurt.

Cohen, who saw the animal’'s distress, nade an attenpt to quite the horse, catching
hold of the bridle. Hundreds of yellow jackets then began to attack the negro and
in his efforts to protect hinself the horse turned and ki cked the negro in the
stomach. He died in great agony several hours |ater

Cohen was a faithful colored enployee. He |eaves a wi dow and six young chil dren.
He was buried at Freedman’s Rest yesterday afternoon.
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
