M. Dangai x canme to Brunswi ck when a young man, and will be well renmenbered by many
ol der residents. For years he was engaged in the insurance business under the firm
nane of O Connor & Dangai x, the senior nmenber of the firmbeing the |ate Thonas

O Connor. O fices were in the rear of a building on the site now occupi ed by

Ri sh' s Phar macy.

M. Dangai x resided here for many years, and |later went to Birm ngham Al a., where
he was unusual Iy successful in business.

During the last world war he was sent to Paris by President Wodrow WI son on a
speci al m ssion.

Up to sone 15 or 20 years ago, M. Dangai x frequently visited Brunswi ck, always
calling this city his honme, and evidently he requested that he be buried here, as
Mortician Edo MIler was notified today that the body had been forwarded to
Brunswi ck.

Ms. Isabel Allen, a sister, who also resided here for many years, will conme here
to attend the funeral, arrangements for which have not been conpleted, as the tine
of the arrival of the body is not known.
